Risk Assessments at BCCC – 2 forms
BCCC recommend the use of two forms to help BCU coaches within the club.

The first, simple four-part form and  five-step approach is recommended in the BCU’s Level 2 Coach Workbook (produced by the WCA, on behalf of the BCU). This is particularly suitable for quick, one-off assessments.
The second form is based on the form used in the draft risk assessment guide for coaches on the BCU website in 2004. This guide recommends the same 5-step approach as the four-part form but the form is more extensive and allows for planned review dates and water level changes. It has been updated to include L/M/H ratings for probability and severity.. This form is particularly suitable for more complicated assessments or where a venue may be used repeatedly.

The choice of form should be made by the coach preparing the risk assessment.
